To date it has been a busy year with two of 
our major projects completed, and the 3rd 
underway.  

·  The gas fired heating system has been 
completed and was commissioned just in 
time for Easter. This system now provides 
hot water for the hydronic heating system, 
and later in the year will also provide hot 
water for the showers. The kitchen hot 
water is still serviced from the electric 
storage heater, as it needs to operate at a 
much higher temperature. The additional 
storage heater in the members locker room 
will be removed allowing the space to be 
allocate by the committee to the next 
members in line for locker storage space. 
Please do not use this area unless advised 
by the committee. Thanks go to John 
Klimek for driving this important project.  

·  The new online booking system is now live. 
Access can be gained from the links on the 
Tivoli web site. Each member will be 
supplied with a member ID and password 
for access to the system. A user instruction 
sheet has been provided with this 
newsletter. All manual bookings for this 
season have been back loaded to the 
system. Thanks to Ruth and the sub-
committee for their efforts in getting this 
project across the line.

and new kitchen as discussed and agreed 
at the AGM. The architect is Helen Mathew 
from Mountain Creek Architecture located 
in Mount Beauty.

Current Bookings  
 
Bookings for the coming season are looking 
good, with only a few slots open in the peak 
season. Get onto the web site and have a 
look at what is available and encourage your 
friends, workmates, school parent groups to 
come up.  

There are still a number of members and 
guests who have not paid booking deposits. A 
reminder that these are due within 7 days of 
making your booking, and full payment is 
required 30 days prior to attendance at the 
lodge.  

On Line Booking Update  
 
We are please to announce that  all 
members can access the booking system 
from our website or directly at the 
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following URL http://tivoli.cbdweb.net/  

The following instructions can be used to help 
navigate this new feature of the website:- 

1. On entering the system you will see the 
booking screen with a menu selection at 
the top. One of the selections is LOGIN. It 
is recommended that for all of your 
bookings you login using your member ID 
and password which will be advised 
separately.  
 
Nb: you can still do a booking without logging in, 
but the system would treat you as the general 
public, and hence would not retrieve any personal 
details from the member database (name address, 
phone etc). A lot more keying in of information.  

2. Once logged in , Select HOME on the 
menu bar to get back to the booking 
page.  
 
You can now start to make a booking :  

3. Select a room on the left and your desired 
dates from across the top (white boxes). * 
there are buttons for advancing the 
calendar by day, month or year.  
 
The first day you select is the FIRST night 
of your stay. The second date you select 
is the LAST night of your stay (NOT the 
day you intend to leave). Also important is 
the dark grey shaded days which denote 
FRIDAY and SATURDAY nights, so don’t 
confuse these with a weekend (ie Sat / 
Sun).  

4. Once you have selected your room and 
dates click on the “next step” button at the 
top of the screen.  

5. The next screen asks you to input the 
type of guest (select from the drop down 
list) and type in the name (eg Rick) If you 
are booking for guests then put in their full 
name. If in the booking screen you 
selected multiple rooms then you would 
need to complete the guest details for 
each room.  

6. Then click on NEXT STEP again and the 
next screen displays the guest details and 
pricing together with the contact details 

recorded on our data base. (if you need to 
amend these then please email Andy 
Naumann at donktec@yahoo.com.au  ). 
Everything marked with * is a mandatory 
field. If you had not logged in as a 
member you would have had to type all 
this data in yourself.  

7. The next step is to confirm your booking if 
you are happy with the details. Select 
CONFIRM BOOKING. You can choose to 
pay online using Tivoli’s Pay Pal account 
(you do not need a pay pal account 
yourself, just use your credit card within 
the pay pal transaction), or use one of the 
other payment options available.  

Your booking will now show in the booking 
screen as unconfirmed (in orange). It will not 
be confirmed until the booking officer has 
received your full payment.
